Brian was born in Hamilton and is the third of the four Lawrence brothers.

His motorsport career began in cars at the age of 17 before switching to moto cross in 1968 after a year mechanicing with the late great Peter Molloy on John Harvey’s Repco V8 Brabham.

During the following years he claimed two New Zealand titles and represented the North Island on several occasions for the annual North Versus South contest.

He was a shareholder in the Marlboro Motorcycle Series and after their exit secured sponsorship from Brut 33 and latterly Countrywide Bank in a series that attracted the very best from around the world.

1986 Brian joined Global Sports and went on the head up the annual New Zealand International running all five national championship categories bringing drivers from Australia, UK, Europe and the USA.
His reign with Global lasted 6 years bringing the sport to a new level with brilliant fields watched by huge crowds annually.

During this time, he heard Steve McLaughlan was struggling to get the World Superbike Championship up and running. Within a few weeks, a new company was formed and 21 months later the flag dropped at Donnington Park UK for the first ever World Superbike Championship event. The series grew rapidly and today remains a massive success.

During this time he competed regularly in the Benson and Hedges Series partnering the late Jim Clark and brother Tony driving a Lazer Sport and Honda Civic GT capturing several podiums along the way.

In 2001 he ventured across the Tasman for a brief stint at Dick Johnson Racing then moving to head up the Bathurst 24-hour endurance events in 2002 and 2003.

2004 brought Brian together with Ross and Jimmy Stone with the team winning the Supercar Championship which they repeated the following year.

He triggered Shane Van Gisbergen’s start in V8 Supercars and the rest is history.

He has remained in the sport in various roles and after an initial talk with Reg, his enthusiasm was reignited and he is both proud and excited to join CMR for this Kiwi Can Do Challenge.
